3. Re: Job posting

Still possible to purchase one job posting service and thereafter post
unlimited jobs. 
This was in last weeks feedback: each jobs posted is a new service job
posting, this is allowed multiple/unlimited but has to be purchased each
time.

Way of activation of  purchased services :-



There is option min no of days and max no of days and no of days to purchase . so according to this no of days purchase I am counting  validity date, and after that no of days it will be expire of particular service.  But according to feedback of  job posting  it require no of  job posting(ie how many job he can post)  at service purchase. Then we can calculate after that particular number , that  employer can’t post job.

There is no need to keep any number of jobs allowed to be posted.

When an employer wants to post a job there must be a check to the job-posting-service-record based on which is decided whether it is free (number of free jobs or date-until free) or whether it has to be paid for. So for each job to be posted the systematic if the same. Employer has no limit in posting of jobs since he pays for them each time.
4. We tried to enter a partial cv-subscription for one discipline, but
there is not yet option to select the discipline that employer wished to
subscribe for.
Assume for other partial cv-subscriptions this is the same. 
This was included last weeks feedback.


According to doc of Jobplan – Employer services

· For service CV Subscription, if there already is a full subscription active, it must be impossible to purchase partial subscription.

  

 According to this once any employer subscribe in  full subscription he can’t be able to subscribe in partial service.

We mean in the case there is not a full-subscription.

In this case employer is able to purchase partial cv-subcripton services (those can be multiple however not duplicate the one already purchased):

- cv –subscription for one discipline (category) + all povinces
- cv-subscription for one province + all disciplines (categories)
- cv subscriptions for one province and one discipline (category)

So there is one service-record containing all values similar to the other types of services for the full ccv-subcriptions service..
In addition there need to be 3 service-records containing only price per day and the description (# of free and date-until-free) must be checked and counted from the full cv-subscription service-record.

When purchasing a partial cv-subscription service by an employer he must select the discipline (category), province from drop down boxes, the selections must be added to the description to make clear on invoice and other listing which selection was purchased.
